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1. Introduction

Background

Directive 2005/32/EC established a framework for setting Ecodesign requirements (such as energy efficiency) for all energy using products (EuP).  These will affect the environmental and/or energy efficiency specifications for future products that are sold and traded in Europe.

In order to better prepare the implementation of this Ecodesign Directive and to contribute to the dissemination of ecodesign of energy-using products, the Commission services have launched a number of accompanying activities:

AEA Group and its project partners are conducting this Sound and Imaging equipment preparatory study for the European Commission, DG Enterprise and Industry. The study is scheduled for completion by April 2010. 

This preparatory study is the first step in considering and identifying the ecodesign requirements that could be set for the sound and imaging (AV) equipment considered in the scope of the study. The scope of the study is, at present, broadly defined by three product groupings:

· Domestic AV players and recorders, using for example, Disc (DVD/BD) HDD, SSD, but not including, products whose primary function is the reception of broadcasting (e.g. STBs for TVs) and battery operated personal multimedia products with an AV storage and playback function. 

· Projectors (Beamers) including, digital cinema, home cinema (E-Cinema) and office products, but not including battery operated personal products.

· Video Games Machines, but not including personal, integrated display, battery operated types.

A fourth product grouping, Digital Photoframes, will also be examined at the initial stages of the study to scope the present situation with this relatively new product genre.  

The Sound and Imaging equipment study will provide guidance for the European Commission who will direct the next phases leading to possible implementing measures. These phases will include in particular a consultation forum with stakeholders and an impact assessment of the proposed implementing measures.

In collating the guidance for the Commission, the study will identify:

· The market characteristics and technology for sound and imaging equipment and trends in these

· The relevant environmental impacts associated with the life cycle of sound and imaging equipment.

· The technical potential to improve the environmental performance and the associated costs of doing so 

· Existing relevant legislation, self-regulation by industry, test standards and the need for new standards to be developed.

The work will be conducted in seven discrete tasks according to the methodology specified by the Commission for Ecodesign preparatory studies, MEEuP (Method for Ecodesign of Energy using Products)  

The research for these tasks relies heavily on stakeholder consultation and input to draft task documents.

4. Standards

7. Potential product cases

· The EuP shall represent a significant volume of sales and trade, indicatively more than 200 000 units a year within the Community according to most recently available figures;

· The EuP shall, considering the quantities placed on the market and/or put into service, have a significant environmental impact within the Community, as specified in Community strategic priorities as set out in Decision No 1600/2002/EC;

· The EuP shall present significant potential for improvement by product design in terms of its environmental impact without entailing excessive costs.

It is important that we have examples of typical or best selling products in order to identify one or more representative base case products to which improved technological options can be applied in order to identify the potential energy and environmental improvements that could be made.

Are there any products that you think should be included as a representative, average reference case product?  These should NOT be  “best available technology products” as the aim of the study is to improve the environmental efficiency of current volume market products.
